 A young mother came to me 

with issues.  Her children were run-

ning her and not the other way 

around.  She told me through some 

held-back tears, ñI donôt know when 

I lost control, but I am not in charge 

of my kids.ò  Do you ever get a feel-

ing deep inside you that says...this 

isnôt right?  I had one that moment.  

My first instinct was to scold the 

mother and make her see that she is, 

indeed, the adult here and should act 

like it, but this situation is all too 

common in todayôs society. 

 

 Young and even experi-

enced mothers are at a loss as to how 

to discipline, how to govern in love, 

and how to manage a household.  The 

children see clearly how to do all 

three and soon step in to manage 

their lives.  Wrong?  In some cases it 

becomes necessary, but youôre right, 

it isnôt what God intended. 

 

 We need be careful in com-

ing to quick conclusions.  Times have 

changed and the standard or common 

previously assumed family placement 

of authority is gone.  More and more 

women are leaving the children with 

babysitters or their husbands to go 

into the work force.  The TV has be-

come the primary standard for moral 

justice.  More kids spend more time 

at the games/TV/ with their music 

than any other generation in history.  

In short, families are not talking to 

each other.  Histories are not being 

shared, experiences are not being 

compared, and morals are not being 

taught. 

 

 The young mother knew 

something needed to change in their 

lives.  She couldnôt live as it was 

without great frustration and ulti-

mately embarrassment.  The point 

was proven when one of the children 

decided to walk through my house, 

upstairs and down.  The mother said, 

ñYou need to stay in the office with 

me or go outdoors on the playground 

equipment.ò  The child totally ig-

nored what she said and went upstairs 

for a look around.   With baby on hip, 

she climbed up the stairs to retrieve 

the child, grabbed their arm and all 

but drug them downstairs to an awful 

yelling and threatening from the 

child.  The child said, ñYou will be 

sorry when we get home.ò  Can you 

imagine that?  I asked the mother 

what the child meant.  She said, ñOh 

nothing.ò 

I pressed for an answer, since she had 

come to me for help.  ñItôs just that I 

am in for a lot of yelling, and when 

their father comes home, Iôll be in 

trouble for forcefully grabbing the 

arm and pulling them downstairs.ò  I 

asked why the father would take the 

childôs side of this without hearing 

the whole story.  She said, ñHe does-

nôt believe in physical discipline.ò  I 

asked how he manages to get the 

children to obey him?  The answer, 

ñHe doesnôt.ò

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 I am excited to resume 

teaching at Liberty this year. I have 

had so much fun planning for the year 

that I can hardly wait to meet my 

students. 

 I am pleased to invite my 

students to become young entomolo-

gists as we participate in a citizen 

scientist research project sponsored 

by Cornell University. My class will 

be hunting for ladybugs this quarter. 

The Lost Ladybug Project is looking 

for ladybugs. Students and citizens 

from around the United States are 

hunting for ladybugs, taking pictures 

of ladybugs, and uploading them to 

Cornell University. The University 

students then identify the species of 

ladybug and map the location. (No 

student pictures are taken, just the 

ladybugs) 

 We will also be learning 

about the lifecycle of the ladybug. 

Did you know that there are over 

5,000 species of ladybugs? We will 

keep you posted on our project. 

 Learning is fun is not just the 

name of a school supply store.  It is our 

lives for the next 10 months.  When a 

child feels they know things, can show 

off their talents, and achieve what they 

thought was beyond their years, it is fun! 

 Our class is about learning to 

read, reading well, understanding what 

we read, practicing reading, and learning 

to write at an equal level.   

 Math is so advanced these days 

and we are keeping up with the trend.  

We start basic adding and subtracting in 

1st grade, do problem solving, measure-

ments, basic geometry, data analysis and 

probability, begin algebraic functions, 

and communicate clearly strategies used 

for solving math problems.  Of course we 

count from 1-1000 forward and back-

wards and learn vocabulary for all that we 

work with. 

 We teach Science and History 

in K-1st grades too, which is passed over 

in some schools at this grade.  Geogra-

phy is also important. 

 This is a new era in educa-

tion and a childôs foundation needs to 

be set firmly and solidly to build for 

their future.  Liberty offers this to 

your child. 

 Art class will be offered 

once a week.  The 2-3rd will have a 

separate class from the 4-5th this 

year.  Students will begin by learning 

about points.  This is art by use of 

dots in different forms and sizes.  The 

4-5th will be learning about Art His-

tory and different mediums by a vari-

ety of artists through history. 

 

 Music will be added to the 

schedule this year, incorporating the 

entire elementary at one time.  Their 

goal will be to put on a program at 

Christmas.  In the meantime, they 

will learn to harmonize and the basics 

of reading music, rhythm, and tones. 

 

 This will be a fun year and I 

hope to make both classes interesting 

and educational at the same time.

It 
will feature ordinary things and put a spin on 

how you look at it from now on.  Enjoy!) 

 

Did you know that green beans are 

left-handed?  A group of scientist 

once attempted to rewind the vine to 

the right and all the plants died.  It 

canôt be explained, it is just the way 

God made them.  And, look at the 

miracle of growth.  Shortly after it is 

planted the gardener will go out to 

inspect his garden.  The clods are 

being pushed up by some power from 

beneath.  The farmer will lift one of 

these clods which may weigh a pound 

or more, and which is quite hard, only 

to find beneath it two beautiful, soft, 

green leaves, soft as velvet.  On each 

leaf is half a bean.  The bean is bring-

ing up Father and Mother to display 

them to the world and to show with 

pride what a lovely Father and 

Mother it took to make such a beauti-

ful new plant. 

 How can these two soft 

leaves push up a hard, heavy clod?  

These leaves are so delicate and ten-

der that if they were laid on the table, 

an ordinary piece of blotting paper 

would crush them flat.  Where does 

this power come from?  IT cannot be 

explained nor understood by men. 

 Watermelons which show 

stripes always have an even number 

of stripes. 

 Oranges, grapefruits, lemons 

and tangerines always have an even 

number of segments or sections.  

Once in a while there may be a false 

septum found in a fruit but upon ex-

amining it closely you will find that it 

is growing within a regular segment. 

 Bananas have a regular for-

mation on the stalk.  The lower row is 

always an even number of bananas.  

The next layer above it has one ba-

nana less, an odd number.  The next 

row has one less, and so on to the top 

of the bunch. 

 A cob of corn has an even 

number of rows and also an even 

number of grains upon its surface.  

An even number of ñsilksò form the 

tassel on the end of the corncob.  

Each stalk of wheat bears an even 

number of grains.  This is true of rye, 

oats, and barley.  Bluegrass also has 

an even number of seeds growing. 

 God in His wisdom made 

cherries to grow in trees and water-

melons grow on the ground.  Good 

thing, right?  

 

Did you know that Ants are men-

tioned in the Bible?  Look in Prov-

erbs 6:6 and again in 30:25. 

 Ants have a unique family. 

They are tireless in their labor, per-

haps the busiest creature in the world, 

but still have time for a picnic.  They 

work only during the day hours and 

stay home at night. The male ants 

remain down in the ground, taking 

care of the babies and doing the 

housework, (actually tunneling and 

storing away the foods brought in) 

while the females go looking for food 

all day.  

 You can watch as one ant 

will have a large bit of food to carry, 

set it down next to another ant, who 

never touches the other oneôs food, 

but soon finds out where she got it 

and goes to get her own. 

 Ants store up food when the 

season is right and know they cannot 

venture out when it is snowing, rain-

ing, or too icy.  They have learned 

the frozen foods cannot be broken 

away in the ice nor carried back to 

their home.  They build up their 

home to withstand the weather, 

knowing a storm will come. 

  

Did you know that eggs hatch in 

multiples of seven days.  The eggs of 

a potato bug hatch in 7 days, those of 

a canary bird in 14 days, hens hatch 

in 21 days and ducks in 28 days.  

Even parrots hatch eggs in 42 days. 

 The shells on the small end 

of the egg is much thicker than on the 

large end.  The baby will emerge 

from the shell through the large end 

where it is a thinner shell.  At the 

large end of the egg there is an air 

chamber.(Remember seeing it when 

you hard boil an egg?)  As the baby 

chick is formed in the egg, its head is 

always at the large end where its little 

bill is in the air chamber.  Even 

though the egg is turned often by the 

mother, the chick remains placed 

with its head up.  The lower part of 

the yolk is rather dense and heavy, 

while the upper part is light the thin.  

This makes the yolk float upright at 

all times. 

 The bill of the baby chick is 

so soft that it cannot peck its way 

through the hard shell.  For this rea-

son, God makes a special tooth which 

is to be used only once.  This is in the 

form of a tiny cone, made of a very 

hard substance, which exactly fits 

over the bill of the baby.  The baby 

will use this to break out of the shell. 

Then it falls off the chick once out-

side the shell.  There is only 2 days of 

air in the chamber and losing air 

causes the chick to swell in size and 

panic for air, which in turn causes it 

to peck its way out.  Within 2 days of 

being outside, the bill tool falls from 

the bill and the chick is free to live 

fully.

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   I have once again rehearsed 

my knowledge, increased my input, and 

am ready to teach.

I then called on a boy 

and asked him for an answer, he just sat 

there, so I asked him if he had a question 

and he answered, ñNo, Iôm fine.ò  I had to 

laugh.  He clearly didnôt understand what 

was going on. 

 

 If what you know cannot stand 

questioned or challenged, you donôt un-

derstand what you know.  Only at the 

point of a conflict in thinking is there 

growth.  And, this is what learning is all 

about.  Getting the information out there, 

assessing that information, looking for 

facts/truth, and coming to a conclusion.  I 

tell students that to be able to talk about 

what they know, means they know some-

thing, which is just the beginning.  We 

have to keep growing and learning until 

we die.  There is no such thing as having 

all the answers nor knowing everything.  

If you think you do, you have a prob-

lem...ego.. and not intelligence. 

 

 This year will bring about more 

debate. I like debate, itôs healthy to de-

bate, provided that respect is also a part 

of the debate.  Itôs good that people have 

a variety of opinions and are challenged.  

Losing a debate isnôt failure, itôs opportu-

nity to grow.  I really believe this year 

will be the best  year yet, I feel it strongly 

and am looking forward to seeing all the 

students return. 

 

 I have a few new ideas and 

tasks for the students.  Get ready to learn 

and do it by having fun.  I wish I could 

give you a hint, but that would spoil the 

surprise.  You wonôt want to miss out, so 

plan on getting here, putting forth good 

effort, and amazing your parents and 

friends.  Youôre going to grow more in 

one year than you thought possible.

Learn-

ing to deal with attitudes and behavior 

must be learned at an early age so we 

donôt have a bunch of adults behaving 

poorly in society.  Lazy parents pro-

duce undesirable children. Just 

change, thatôs all you have to do.
