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 When youôre very young you 

are often asked, ñWhat do you want to 

be when you grow up?ò  To this, if 

truth be said, the answer is, ñbigger.ò  

Children have no apparent need to 

become something or someone.  They 

are just kids living day to day.  We, 

however, as adults think we need to 

prepare them to óbecomeô someone 

important, someone of wealth, some-

one of beauty, or someone of fame.  

Regardless of the outcome, they are to 

keep themselves from evil.  This is 

why some, in their fear, will restrict 

their children from others, hiding 

them away from the world, or not let 

them choose who to befriend. 

 As a parent you can do all 

the órightô things, but in the long run 

your child will be tempted, push the 

envelope, adopt their own ways, and 

resent you for making their lives 

óweirdô when they were a child.  I see 

it happen all the time.   

 Please donôt misunderstand, 

children need guidance and restric-

tions on the growing process.  We 

need to insist they bathe and eat ap-

propriate foods, exercise, and it goes 

without saying, learn morals and val-

ues as outlined in the Bible.  But, you 

canôt raise your kids by your fears. 

 As they progress from being 

young to individual thinkers/teens, 

they start to test the world and what 

they have been taught.  They want to 

see if you, the parents/teachers, told 

them the whole truth.  This is where 

some lose their kids.  You think it fine 

to present issues as absolutes when 

they are young, but they learn soon 

that it is just one vein of thought. We 

know that sin leads to ultimate death, 

but they only know that sin leads to a 

choice.  Would it not be better to tell 

children that sin leads to separation?  

Separation from you as a parent, los-

ing that closeness that says all is well.  

More importantly it leads to separa-

tion from Godôs closeness.  It is a 

good thing that we have His Grace to 

hold onto when evil lurks itôs tempt-

ing head into our childrenôs lives.  

Without Godôs Grace I fear that we 

would all be lost. 

 As young adults, our kids 

will go into a college or work force 

and discover the reality of making óitô 

work.  They have bills to pay, obliga-

tions to fulfill, commitments to make, 

and joy to bring to those around them.  

It no longer is done for them.  Often 

they want the same living standard as 

they left at home.  Sometimes it costs 

more than they can afford.  Youth 

today donôt understand struggle.  

They donôt understand starting small 

and working your way to the top.  

One girl told me that she wouldnôt 

work for less than $16.00 per hour.  I 

wished her all the best as she stood up 

for her rights with her new employer 

who promptly fired her on the spot.  

 In their 20ôs and approaching 

30ôs, there is the hope for greater suc-
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The response has been overwhelm-

ing.  To all of you we are so grateful 

for the helping hands.  We received 

most all of the supplies we requested. 

Add to that, tractor work, mowing the 

fields, help to reroof the high school 

building, welding steps for the sec-

ond entrance, putting in some land-

scaping, mechanical work done on 

our school van, volunteers to help 

with the Library program and fund 

raising.  Every item brought in found 

the rightful home and was sincerely 

valued.
